The place is a cramped... rented shack stacked with music tapes and rusty electrical

appliances which doubles up as Raghav’s radio station and repair shop.

He may not be literate, but Raghav’s ingenuous FM station has made him more

popular than local politicians. Raghav’s love affair with the radio began in 1997 when
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he started out as a mechanic in a local repair shop. When the shop owner left the area,
Raghav, son of a cancer-ridden farm worker, took over the shack with his friend.
